BJSS Thunderbolts blow last match

nior Hockey League (JHL) Divi-
sion One match at the MBPJ Sta-
dium yesterday.

With the defeat, BJSS finished
fifth overall, which is a huge blow
as they were third last season.

"We have many players with tal-
ent eager to be drafted from our
Division Two team, so I believe we

will be stronger next season,"
Lokman added

The four Thunderbolts teams
(SSTMI, BJSS, Anderson and Pa-
hang), who are funded by Tenaga
Nasional Berhad, all qualified for
the TNB quarterfinals.

The top six teams in Division
One (SSTMI, Anderson, Pahang,
S M K D B L - U n i K L ,  B J S S  a n d
PJCC) will be joined by Division
Two finallists — Malacca MBMB
Warriors and Penang MSSPP-
PSHA — in the quarterfinals,
which starts on May 2.
